Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Nikki Flinn, and Melodee Larsen.  Councilmember absent:  Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Clerk Rose M. Gourley, Attorney Daniel D. Metz.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.        
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Bob White, Terry Broberg, Anne Grace, Nancy Jensen, Galen Liggett, Carole Liggett, Jyll Phillips, and Mike Feldkamp.        
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Larsen, minutes of the November 12, 2013, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 13-11, for November wages and salaries in the amount of $49,825.41, was presented.  A motion by Flinn, seconded by Crispin, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.
ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in November totaled $33,139.42.  Unpaid invoices received to date, totaled $119,392.82.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Flinn, all said invoices in the amount of $152,532.24, were approved for payment.
DELINQ. ACCOUNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list twenty-three (23) delinquent utility accounts totaling $4,446.38.   Of these accounts, Clerk Gourley requested approval to write off, for bookkeeping purposes only, fifteen (15) of the accounts totaling $2,418.77.  Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Crispin, said request was approved.
LIBRARY DOORS:
Terry Broberg and Anne Grace, Lincoln Carnegie Library Boardmembers, and Head Librarian Nancy Jensen provided information regarding a plan to replace the old front doors at the Lincoln Carnegie Library, at a cost of over $9,000.00 for the new door, hardware, and installation.  Ms. Broberg asked if the city would consider contributing funds for the project.  After reviewing available budget and cash, Larsen moved to donate $1,000.00 toward the library doors.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.
WATER TOWER LEASE:
No action was taken on Nex-Tech Wireless’s request to add equipment to the water tower.  Even though Nex-Tech Wireless had forwarded the 4G equipment specifications, the approval of the City’s tank maintenance contractor had not yet been received.
ANNEXATION:
City Attorney Metz reviewed the procedure for consensual annexation of property, specifically the acreage belonging to the Ryan Trust.  Such action could facilitate retail business growth south of the Pizza Hut.  City Council indicated its desire to annex the entire acreage at that location.


Superintendent Meyer reported his findings in regard to the availability of utilities for a retail business venture south of the Pizza Hut.  The location and elevation of the nearest sewer main was an issue which could require the installation of a lift station or septic system.  Water and electric services were more readily available even though any water service would require prior approval of the Post Rock Rural Water District.
CITY SVC. AWARDS:
Mayor Schwerdtfager presented City Service Awards to Galen L. Liggett (30 years) and Mike D. Feldkamp (15 years), and thanked them for their dedicated service to the City of Lincoln Center.   
PERSONNEL/HOLIDAY:
In consideration of the upcoming holidays, and upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Larsen, the City Clerk was authorized to purchase $25.00 in Chamber Bucks for each hourly and full-time, salaried city employee.  Mayor Schwerdtfager also recommended those same employees be granted an additional paid holiday on December 24th this year.  Flinn moved to approve the Mayor’s recommendation, seconded by Larsen.  Motion carried.
PERSONNEL/2014 WAGES:
After hearing recommendations from Mayor Schwerdtfager, Clerk Gourley, and Superintendent Meyer, Crispin moved that all hourly employees and full-time, salaried employees be granted a 2% increase in pay; that Deirdre Mahin receive an additional $.50 per hour; and that Robert Thompson and Joe Pescador each receive  an  additional  $.20  per  hour,  effective  with  the  January,  2014,  payroll.  Motion  seconded  by 
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Feldkamp, carried.  Crispin also moved to amend the City of Lincoln Center Personnel Policies & Guidelines to reflect that employees required to work on a city observed holiday shall be paid at one and one half times their regular rate of pay for hours worked, plus holiday pay, effective with the January, 2014, payroll.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.
NUISANCES:
Clerk Gourley reported several informal nuisance complaints regarding a property on S. 6th Street.  Attorney Metz advised he planned to address some of the older, ongoing nuisance complaints after the first of the year.

PUBLIC PROPERTY:
Attorney Metz advised he was preparing a document granting a permanent easement to Bill and Joan Detmer for the use of a portion of the public right-of-way on E. College Ave.
YEAR-END MEETING:
The year-end City Council meeting was set for December 31, 2013, at 7:30 a.m.
RV PARK:
Superintendent Meyer reported he was still waiting on materials to complete the RV Park utilities.

EQUIPMENT/POLE TRUCK:
Superintendent Meyer also reported that the new pole/digger truck was expected to arrive on December 11th.

ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Feldkamp moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:26 p.m.
