Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Nikki Flinn, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Councilmember absent:  Arletta R. Morse.  Officials present:  Clerk Rose M. Gourley, Attorney Daniel D. Metz.         
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:   Art Wagoner, Jyll Phillips, Heather Simms, Darlene Meier, Sarah Hageman, and Mike Hansen.      
MINUTES:
Minutes of the November 13, 2012, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 12-11, for November wages and salaries in the amount of $46,984.75, was presented.  A motion by Crispin, seconded by Feldkamp, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.
ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in November totaled $64,738.99. Unpaid invoices received to date, totaled $204,151.41.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Flinn, all said invoices in the amount of $268,890.40, were approved for payment.
DELINQ. ACCOUNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of twenty-three (23) delinquent utility accounts totaling $5,121.94.   Of these accounts, Clerk Gourley requested approval to write off, for bookkeeping purposes only, twenty-one (21) of the accounts totaling $4,247.30.  Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Crispin, said request was approved.
CURBSIDE RECYCLING:
Darlene Meier, on behalf of CB Trucking & Services, provided information regarding a curbside recycling service for Lincoln.  She distributed samples of a “Residential Registration Form” outlining the details of the service.  She said the containers would be provided to subscribers, pick-up was anticipated to be twice per month, and there would be no cost to the City.   She asked about mailing inserts with city utility bills to introduce the service.   Council discussed whether recycling pick-up should coincide or off-set the regular trash collection.  After further review of the plan, there were no objections from the Governing Body.
LEADERSHIP PROJECT:
Sarah Hageman provided a map of the Frisbee Golf Course she had proposed for placement in and around the City Park and East Ball Park.  With a portion of the course placed on USD 298 property, an eighteen hole course would be possible.  Upon motion by Flinn, seconded by Feldkamp, the project was approved.

CEMETERY IMPR.:
Council discussed a project underway by Sylvia’s Monument Service to straighten stones at the City Cemetery.  It was decided to curtail the project pending receipt of a written proposal for future work.  Clerk Gourley reported her office was investigating the possibility of placing a second directory in the vicinity of the one there now.  Price quotes had been requested and were pending.  It was suggested that the Cemetery Sexton be approached regarding placement.
KDOT HWY PERMIT:
A KDOT Highway Permit, requested by IdeaTek Systems, Inc., was presented for consideration.  The City was requested to sign off on the permit because approximately 300 feet of the proposed project, to place fiber optic cable in the K-18 Right-of-Way, fell within City boundaries.   Crispin moved to accept and approve the provisions of the permit.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.
POWER PLANT:
The Council reviewed correspondence from Ted Bunn, B.C.T. Bunn, Inc., regarding the insurance value of the engines at the power plant.  After considering the current market, replacement costs, and recent improvements made by the City, Mr. Bunn thought a realistic value for units 1, 2, 5, 6 and 7, based on a 7,700 kW total capacity, would be $5,775,000.00.  Art Wagoner, Wagoner Insurance Agency, discussed the building versus personal property determination.  The City Attorney and Council felt the engines should be considered personal property but wanted the engines covered regardless.   Mr. Wagoner was also asked to provide “blanket” personal property quotes in amounts of $50,000.00, $75,000.00, and 100,000.00, for moveable property at different city locations.

Mayor Stegman relayed information from Superintended Meyer that an engineer was to be on site at the power plant during the week of January 7, 2013, to inspect the problems with the #6 Enterprise engine liners. 
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RICE/NESHAP:  
It was also relayed by Mayor Stegman that the approximate shipping date for the catalytic converters ordered for the #1 and #5 engines was January 17, 2013.  Because it would appear the City would be unable to meet the emission standards deadline of May 3, 2013, set by RICE/NESHAP rules, a one-year extension request was approved, to be submitted to EPA no later than January 3, 2013.
NEIGHBORHOOD REVIT.:
The Neighborhood Revitalization Plan was discussed.  The current plan expires December 31, 2012.  Following a review of the history and purposes of the Plan, Feldkamp moved to adopt Resolution No. 12-06, to provide for notice of a public hearing to be held at 8:00 p.m. on January 14, 2013, to discuss renewal of the Neighborhood Revitalization Plan for 2013 through 2016, with the area of the Plan to be City-wide.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.

FREE LOTS SPECIALS:
Because the handling of special assessments associated with the “free” lots was specified in the General Obligation Bonds, 2008 issue, the ability to “forgive” the special assessments might be more complicated than a simple vote of the Council.  Attorney Metz advised he would need to research the matter further.
CITY SVC. AWARD:
Mayor Stegman presented City Service Awards to John Michael Hansen (15 years) and Heather N. Simms (10 years,) for their dedicated service to the City of Lincoln Center.   Terry L. Stertz, who was not present, was also recognized for his 15 years of service as Fire Chief.
PERSONNEL/HOLIDAY:
In consideration of the upcoming holidays, and upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, regular city employees were granted a paid holiday on December 24th, and the City Clerk was authorized to purchase $25.00 in Chamber Bucks for each.
PERSONNEL/WAGES:
After hearing recommendations from Mayor Stegman, Crispin moved that all hourly employees and full-time, salaried employees be granted a 2% increase in pay, effective with the January, 2013, payroll.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.

BUILDING/M H PERMITS:
Councilmember Crispin asked to re-visit the idea of zoning for the City.  At a minimum, he thought the building permit process should be strengthened to address some of the issues which had cropped up in the past few years with commercial structures, mobile homes, etc.
NUISANCES:
A couple of new health nuisances had been added to the 2012 Nuisance Report.  Attorney Metz reviewed the present status of each complaint.
PIPELINE ROUTE:
City Attorney Metz reported the Kinder Morgan oil pipeline route had been relocated to the east, alleviating the area of greatest concern east of K-18 Highway east of the Lincoln Jr-Sr High School.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 8:34 p.m., Crispin moved to enter into executive session, for a period of ten (10) minutes, for the purpose of consultation with an attorney on matters that would be deemed privileged in an attorney-client relationship.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.  Attorney Metz and Clerk Gourley were invited to attend.  The Governing Body returned to regular session at 8:44 p.m.
LEASES:
City Attorney Metz advised all of the new leases for City properties had been accepted and signed by the individual tenants.
YEAR-END MEETING:
The year-end City Council meeting was set for December 31, 2012, at 7:30 a.m.
GOV. BODY COMMENTS:
Councilmember Flinn asked about the insurance coverage on the rec office and other issues with recreation department funding.


Progress on construction of the new city shop was discussed.


Relocation of the Library Book Return to make it a “drive-by” drop was discussed but no action taken. 
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:06 p.m.
