Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, D. Leon Kingan, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Councilmember absent: Arletta R. Morse.  Officials present:  Clerk Rose M. Gourley, Attorney Daniel D. Metz.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Jyll Phillips, Craig Walker.        
MINUTES:
Minutes of the November 14, 2011, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 11-11, for November wages and salaries in the amount of $50,843.85 was presented.  A motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Crispin, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.
ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in November & December totaled $63,671.27.  Unpaid invoices received to date, totaled $188,582.89.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, all said invoices in the amount of $252,254.16, were approved for payment.
DELINQ. ACCOUNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of twenty (20) delinquent utility accounts totaling $4,457.22.   Of these accounts, Clerk Gourley requested approval to write off, for bookkeeping purposes only, sixteen (16) of the accounts totaling $3,524.21.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Feldkamp, said request was approved.
WATER SYSTEM/CDBG:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Crispin, Rod’s Ditching’s Pay Estimate No. 7, in the amount of $38,811.23, was approved for payment.  Request for Payment #3, in the amount of $5,000.00, was also received from the North Central Regional Planning Commission for administration services in connection with CDBG 10-PF-037 Water Line Replacement Project.  Crispin moved to approve said Request #3.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.


Sealed bids for Phase II of the Water Line Replacement Project would be opened and read aloud at 2:00 p.m., December 22, 2011, at City Hall.

ENGINE REPAIRS:
In correspondence dated November 28, 2011, Ted Bunn, B.C.T. Bunn, Inc. provided a recap of the work done to the #6 Enterprise engine at the power plant.  Superintendent Meyer reported the re-assembly process was underway.

CITY REAL PROPERTY:
Craig Walker, Walker Products, Inc. introduced a proposal to the City Council in which Walker Products could acquire City property for the relocation of Walker’s concrete facility.  The present location of the concrete operation could then be utilized for construction of a grain storage facility.  Mr. Walker advised his plans were to construct a 250,000 bushel concrete facility to replace those grain bins lost to wind storms last year, both at the main facility and at the facility west of the west ball park.  He indicated on a map that the city property in question was a tract (approximately 28,000 square feet) located south of the City Power Plant.  A potential exchange of real estate was suggested as a partial payment for the city property. Superintendent Meyer spoke about the tract’s proximity to the city’s fuel storage facility, and the need to retain access to both the fuel storage area and the city water main running to the south.
DEF COMP RES. #11-04:
Resolution No. 11-04, entitled “A RESOLUTION TO AMEND 457 DEFERRED COMPENSATION PLAN,” was introduced.  Said amendment was necessary to satisfy certain new IRS regulations regarding the Pension Protection Act of 2006, Heroes Earnings Assistance and Relief Tax Act of 2008, Worker, Retiree and Employer Recovery Act of 2008, and the Final 415 Regulations.  Crispin moved to adopt Resolution No. 11-04.  Motion seconded by Kingan, carried.
CITY SVC. AWARD:
Mayor Stegman presented a City Service Award to Jesse C. Meyer for 30 years of dedicated service to the City of Lincoln Center. 
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PERSONNEL/OFC CLERK: 
Clerk Gourley reported Donna M. Kirkendall had successfully completed her six-month training period.  A motion was made by Crispin, seconded by Feldkamp, to grant Ms. Kirkendall the customary pay increase of $.50 per hour and appropriate benefits for her position, effective with the January, 2012 payroll.  Motion carried.
PERSONNEL/WAGES:
The City Council reviewed annual Employee Evaluations.  Discussion followed regarding a potential cost of living increase for 2012.  After hearing recommendations from Mayor Stegman, Superintendent Meyer and Clerk Gourley, Crispin moved that all hourly employees and full-time, salaried employees be granted a 2% increase in pay, effective with the January, 2012, payroll.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.

PERSONNEL/NEW HIRE:
Superintendent Meyer said his crew had been operating short-handed for several years and requested permission to advertise for another maintenance employee.  Following discussion of budget considerations, it was suggested that the position be advertised in February for employment to begin in March.
YEAR-END MEETING:
The year-end City Council meeting was set for December 30, 2011, at 7:30 a.m.
SPCC PLAN:
Superintendent Meyer advised a five-year review of the City’s SPCC Plan was due.  Schwab-Eaton had prepared the Plan and was willing to perform the review.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Feldkamp, Superintendent Meyer was authorized to utilize Schwab-Eaton for the 5-year review.
EMPL. CHAMBER BUCKS:
Mayor Stegman suggested city employees be given $25 in Chamber Bucks for the holidays this year.  Crispin moved to approve the Mayor’s suggestion.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.
FIRE INS. PROCEEDS:
Correspondence regarding the disposition of certain fire insurance proceeds was received from Dale E. Ahlvers.  Attorney Metz agreed to respond to Mr. Ahlvers’ letter.

RABIES CLINIC:
The Denmark Dames Service Club notified the City that it had been in touch with Solomon Valley Veterinary Hospital of Beloit and had arranged for a rabies clinic to be held on March 10, 2012, from 9-11 a.m. at Lincoln City Hall.  The Club will handle necessary publicity and assist on the day of the clinic.  City staff will be available for those residents wishing to purchase their annual dog licenses. 
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
